	 3.	Loosen, but do not remove, the four handle 
screws (2) holding the handle to the motor. (Two 
screws at back of handle not pictured.) 

	 4.	Set the pump on its nose, and remove the base 
(3).

	 5.	Remove the four bolts (4) that hold the motor 
to the pump adapter housing, and separate the 
motor from the pump.

	 6.	Install the new coupler halves (5) and key (6) to 
the new motor shaft and to the pump shaft. Note:  
Position the new rubber “spider” (7) between the 
two couplers.

	 7.	Install the new motor, and tighten the clamp 
bolts (4). Then adjust the new coupler (5) so the 
two halves are approximately 1/16" to 1/8" apart 
from each other.

	 8.	Re-install the base (3).

	 9.	Remove the old seals (9) from the handle bolt 
(1), and replace them with the seals provided. 
Lubricate the new o-rings with a small amount 
of vacuum grease. Robinair recommends our 
High Vacuum Grease (part number 13067) to 
lubricate o-rings.

	10.	Install and finger-tighten the handle bolt (1).

	11.	Tighten the four handle screws (2).

	12.	If you have a torque wrench, tighten the handle
